This property is strictly residential, zoned as R1D-H (Residenital Single-Unit Detached, High Density).  For the following reasons, but not limited to:
1. The proposed high fence will have a visual impact on the green surroundings within our community and will be incompatible with the single-family residential homes.  
2. It will result in increased traffic for the Fallowfield/Coast intersection which will compromise the residents ability to travel through the intersection.
3. It will increase the volume of Bees in the Fallowfield, Coast, Dagmar, and Kiralfy Area which will increase incidents of Bee Stings impacting the health and safety of our residence, especially those individuals that have life-threatening reactions to Bee Stings.

4. The constant humming of the Bees will be a constant reminder to those that live within close proximity of the Bee Hives which can cause aggravation and stress among our residents.

5. It will impact the sale of homes within the area.  Many individuals are concerned with living in close proximity to Bee Hives due to their personal fears and allergic reactions of Bee Stings.

Under 922.07 The Zoning Board of Adjustment shall approve Special Exceptions only if (1) the proposed use is determined to comply with all applicable requirements of this Code and with adopted plans and policies of the City and (2) the following general criteria are met: 

(a) That the development will not create detrimental (a) visual impacts, such that the size and visual bulk of the proposed development is determined to create an incompatible relationship with the surrounding built environment, public streets and open spaces and land use patterns; 

(b) That the development will not create detrimental (b) transportation impacts, such that the proposed development is determined to adversely affect the safety and convenience of residential neighborhoods or of vehicular and pedestrian circulation in the vicinity of the subject tract; 

(c) That the development will not create detrimental (c) transportation impacts, such that the proposed development will result in traffic volumes or circulation patterns that substantially exceed the capacity of streets and intersections likely to be used by traffic to and from the proposed development; 

(d) That the development will not create detrimental (d) operational impacts, including potential impacts of hours of operation, management of traffic, servicing and loading operations, and any on-site operations associated with the ongoing functions of the use on the site, in consideration of adjacent and surrounding land uses which may have differing sensitivities to such operational impacts; 

(e) That the development will not create detrimental (e) health and safety impacts, including but not limited to potential impacts of noise, emissions, or vibrations from the proposed development, or functions within the proposed site which would otherwise affect the health or safety of others as a direct result of the operation of the proposed use; 

(f) That the development will not create detrimental (f) impacts on the future and potential development of parcels in the vicinity of the proposed site of the development; and 

(g) That the development will not create detrimental (g) impacts on property values.
